A committes of
psycholegists, Dr. Carolyn Larsen, Dr. |ean
Petiifor, Cr. Lynn Sloane and mysel’ along
with an cccupationa therapist, Ms. Susan
Harris, have come together to work from a
collaboratve and collegial framework to
develop  guidslines for  nondiscriminatony
practice, These gusdelines are shaping up to
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take a broad perspective inftially, framed an
the Canadian Code of Bhics for Psychalagists,
with four principles and offering guidelines far
nondiscriminatory  practice in regard fo
gender, culiure, nationality, ethnicity, colour,
raca, religion, marital  status,  sewual
orenletion, physical or mental abilities, age,
socibeTonomic  status, Fallewing  the
development of this braad framewark, the
committes will further develep focused
guidelines for nondiscriminatory  practics
specifically in the area of gender, It is hoped
that a draft of the guidelines will be availahte
far the sammer meetngs of the CPA Board of
Directors.

Dr. Jzan Pettifor and mysell wers given the
task of developing guidelines for psychalogists
in addressing recovered memories, by Or,
Jamas Cglof, the Chair of the CPA Ethics
Committee, which had been charged by the
{CF# Board to develop ethical guidelines in this
area. The first draft of these puidelines, which
utilised the model of the "Child Custody
Azsessment Guidelines” originally developed
by Dr. Jean Pettifor and recently adepted by
Tha Paychologists Assocation of Alkerta, has
besn sent to the Co-chairs of the Ethics
Commitze for review. | am hopefil that at

least drafis of the these two guidelines will he |

available for the CFA Board for reaction and
inpul wien it meets during the international
Congress of Pchalagy in Montreal in August.

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FROM THE EDITOR

Twn recent reports on the participation of
women in psycholopy and the sodal sciences
may be ofinerest o SWAP members, The
December 1955 imsue of the AS4 Montor
summiarised the "Report of the Task Force an
the Changing Gender Composition of
Psychology”, a task force that was created by
APAIn 1991 and chaired by APA President,
Dorothy Cantor, (A no-charge copy of the
complete report can ke cblaned by
contacting the APA Women's Programs
Office, [207] 336-6044)

As reporied by APA:

*...The number of women in other
schalarly disciplines and professions
has...ncreased over the past two
decadas. Women new represent
about 30 percent of accountants,
34 percent of journalists, 27 percent
of lawyers and 24 percent of
physicans. From 973 1o 1991, the
number of mean in psychology
increased by more  than |30
percanl; the number of women,
however, rose 530 percent...”

Several factors are cited to explain why the
fizld has become not & altractive Lo men
during the: 19804 and to explain the increased
participation of women, These are |}
staznation inthe academic labour market; 2)
increased  difficuity in obtaining  resesarch
funding: and 3) ercsion of the professional
autcnomy of psychologists in the pracice
seclor, These factors may have decreased
the finangial rewards avallable to psychologists.
Research presented in the report shows that
when a profession beoomes less attractive to
men, relalive to ather professions with similar
training reguiremernts, men wil leae the
prafession and women are hired in increasing
rrnkcrs, The growth in women's
participation in psychology is related to
increased  demands  for psychaological
personne and improved educational and job
access.  As ool 1991, 73% of bachelor's
degrees in psychology were awarded to
wiomen, white the figures at the master's and
doctoral degree levels were 9% and 61 %,
respectively,

The majority (62%8) of the docioral lewvel
workforee in psychology a5 of 1991 was
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
