One of the goals of
the Publications Committes this year is to
find an editor for the Canadan foumnal of
Behaviora! Science,  Richard Clement,
the current editor, will complete his tarm
at the end of 1997. If you have any
individuals m mind whom you think would
be pood candidates for this position,
please let me know. The Publications
Committee s also involved in the
planning of a senies of self-help books that
will be written by psychologists but
onented toward the public audience.

levels of government and will announce
to the public a scholary and research
dgenda for Canadian psychalogy in the
2lst century.  Within a few weeks, a
dralt of the decument will be fortheoming
to the delegates who participated in the
conference, We hope that a document
will be available by September for
discussion i individual  psychology
departments and units across the country.
